Specific Behaviors

· Laying down

· Opportunistic 

· Rub tail

· Bone

· Bridge

· Reinforcement

· Once in position, feed them and tactile reinforcement to maintain behavior

· Use target to stand up

Wall chute, everyday/3 times per week

· Target into position

· Desensitizing/reinforce

· Stimulation at corner to get action

· Positive reinforcement action

· Duration – increase time with reinforcement

· Steady to maintain position

· Foot on board for nail

Trouble Shooting

· Multiple locations (for training desensitizing)

· Rotating staff

· Pre-train meeting required

· Weekly progress to management

· Training logs

· Primary trainers

· Accepting aggression

· Reinforcement

· Videotape sessions

· Adequate time for training
